Public Debate - How can we best secure Australia's future food security? -

Wednesday 14th August, 6-7.30pm: Institute for Land, Water and Society, Charles Sturt Univer-
sity, Thurgoona, NSW in the CB Blake Lectfure Theatre.
Food security is an issue of critical significance to Australia’s future. Food security is often framed as an issue
relevant mainly fo developing nations. Yet, developed countries, such as Australia, also face significant
challenges, including the growing cost of healthy food, the economic and social burden of diet-related
diseases, and the increasing vulnerability of food production and supply systems as a consequence of cli-
mate change, reduced water availability and rising energy costs. These challenges pose serious questions
about the future sustainability, resilience and equitability of food production and supply systems in Austra-
lia.
In the lead up to the 2013 Federal election ILWS has arranged an event to provide an opportunity for the
public to hear the views on this most important issue from CSU academics and candidates standing for
election in the Albury-Wodonga region.
